Market pigs must be owned by June 1st of the current year and registered with the 4-H Office.  They must gain 1.5 pounds per day to show.  Pigs under 190 pounds may not show regardless of rate of gain.
 3.
All clipping must be done prior to coming to the fair.

 4.
Pens are to be cleaned daily.  Feed and water pans will not be left in pens.

 5.
No washing pigs in pens.  Pigs are to be washed in the designated areas.  No washing of feed pans in wash rack.  Pigs are not allowed to be held in the wash racks!  No clipping of pigs at the fair.  Wash racks will be closed during the Market Pig Show.
 6.
Pigs may only be shown in 1 division, either market or breeding, not both.

 7.
Swine weigh-in will follow steers.  Animals entered in the wrong class will be eliminated and premiums forfeited.

 8.
There will be no more than 20 pound difference per individuals in pairs.  

 9.
Only 1 pig from a pair class may be shown as an individual.  Entries for pair classes must be specified at weigh-in.

10.
You must sign up for showmanship on Sunday at 1:30 pm.  Showmanship classes may be combined based on sign-up.  Showmanship Sweepstakes open to all former overall winners regardless of age.

11.
The selection of sale animal and numbers will be done at 1:30 pm on Sunday.  All bred and owned or pairs paperwork needs to also be turned in by 1:30 pm on Sunday.

12.
Bred and owned animals must come from a female owned by the 4-H'er prior to breeding and under the direct care of the 4-H'er.



4-H'er must be registered in swine breeding project current year and past year.  Breeding swine projects are subject to verification at any time throughout the project year.  Bred and owned exhibitors may have more than 1 entry, however, an exhibitor can only receive 2 premiums per class.  Sign up at weigh-in.

There will be 4 weight division champions in the market hog show with the Grand Champion coming from the 4 division champions.
