Fleeces should be clean, free of chaff, burrs and tags.  All fleeces must be skirted.

●
Fleeces must be flesh side out and tagged with breed, sex, and number of months of growth.  Fleeces may be tied
                 or untied.  Untied fleeces should be placed in plastic trash bags.

●
A producer is eligible for no more than two money awards in any one class.

●
In any dispute, the decision of the Superintendent and Judge shall be final.

 Fleeces must be delivered to the Farm and Garden Building on Friday, August 5th between 6:00 and 9:00 p.m.
                or on Saturday, August 6th  between 9:00 a.m. and 12 Noon.
